Task 1: Individual Work

Join the dots on this map to show the route which was taken by Drake and his crew. Write the names of at least five of the places onto the map.
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Where was the most northerly point of the journey?

What do you think were the three most dangerous points in the journey?

During which 3 month period did Drake cover the biggest distance? 

Which place on the route would you recommend as 

(a) A holiday destination; 

(b) A convict colony?

EITHER:

Construct a speech from Drake to Queen Elizabeth, outlining the most exciting parts of the journey and trying to convince her that you deserve a Knighthood. Try to include details about
