Remembrance Day: Charities / Effects of War on Children
Introduction

• You will compare these various charities and take a vote on which one should be your school’s chosen charity for the coming year, and be prepared to explain why.

Preliminary Discussion Points

Would it benefit civilian victims or war veterans?


What fundraising activities would you organise? 


What would you spend the money on?

Individual Research
• The members of each team will then given a number corresponding to one central question:

1. What is the aim of this charity?

2. What fundraising activities do they organise?

3. How do they spend the money?
4. Why should our school support this charity?
• Each student obtains an answer to their question first, then moves onto the others if they have time. 

Group Feedback

• Each group should discuss amongst themselves the answers to their questions.

• They then need to produce a presentation on sugar paper to promote their charity.

• This presentation should include detailed responses to the three set questions, but also plenty of images (e.g. of the charity logo, its activities and so on) to add visual interest.
Class Feedback

• The finished presentations should be placed on display where the rest of the school can see them. The school community will be given the opportunity to vote on their favoured charity over the course of the coming weeks.

• If there is time, each group should then be given time to talk to deliver their presentation to the class. 

• At the end of the presentations, the teacher will take a vote on which charity you find the most appealing. Raise two hands for your favourite (=2 votes) and one hand for your second choice (=1 vote).
