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ORIGIN of Sources – WHO?

• The nature of a source (photo, speech, etc) gives some useful starting points for deciding how complete and reliable it is.
• It also starts you thinking about the strengths and weaknesses of different types of authors – for example cartoonists, politicians, army Generals…

• However, the best grades are awarded to students who demonstrate knowledge of the particular author of the source.
